Delayed Fill Float

Turn off the water supply and 
set access wheel to unlock.

Remove aerator and clean with 
water.

Lift the top assembly away 
from the valve holding the arm.

Remove diaphragm washer 
and clean with water or 
replace. Then, re-insert 
diaphragm washer.

Refit top assembly complete 
with diaphragm.

Secure the valve to the cistern 
using the plastic washer and 
nut. Do not over tighten.

The valve has a float rotation 
system, allowing the float to 
be rotated 180. This is really 
beneficial if space is an issue.

Connect the water supply to 
the fill valve and turn the water 
on checking for any leaks.

Place the valve in the correct 
position inside the cistern 
ensuring the conical rubber 
seal sits evenly inside the hole.

The water level can be adjusted 
by turning the adjustment screw 
(clockwise for more water, 
anticlockwise for less water).
